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Minutes from Moniteau Saddle Club Meeting
July 1, 2010

The meeting was called to order by Kevin Messerli, president.

Carolyn Twardowski read the minutes from the June meeting. Cheri Messerli made a motion to accept the minutes as read. Sheryl
Bowles seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Phyllis Hemeyer read the treasurer’s report. The following checks were written:

Show-Me Circuit — $250.00

Farmers Bank (show refund) - $100.00

Jill Meisenheimer made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report. Gary Taggart seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Kevin thanked everybody that worked on the St. Jude Game Day for all the hard work that it took to put on the event.

Kevin stated that the last 2 years have not been good financially for the club due to poor weather conditions & having to cancel shows.
It is expected that the Show-Me Show will financially help the club but Kevin has decided the proceeds from the 1st Trail Challenge
will go to the club treasury. Phyllis said she read in the Back Country Horseman newsletter that they collect aluminum cans from
rides & turn them in for cash. Jill Meisenheimer suggested club members could collect cans for the club to recycle for cash.

In discussing the club’s finances, Cheri Messerli stated the ribbons for this year’s Show-Me Circuit Horse Show did not need to be
purchased since the show last year was canceled. There are only a couple classes that need to be sponsored. Since this year in the
club’s turn to have a double points show, we should have a big turn out. Kevin will again get the arena worked up for the show.

Cheri Messerli suggested, after watching the participants at the Game Day for St. Jude, that a game day be held for club members.
There would be no entry fees. It would just be a play day.

Kevin & Cheri went to Canaan Conservation Area, which is near Bland, MO. The area has 1435 acres & almost 9 miles of multi-use
trails. Kevin said the trails are well marked & thinks it should take about 1 % hrs. to drive. He figures it could make about 4 hours of
riding. Phyllis says she has recently been to Rudolph Bennitt Conservation Area & it was VERY nice. There has been a lot of work
done to the trails so rain/wet weather is no longer a problem for the trails. Phyllis also found Long Horn Ranch as another possible
ride camp with cabins for members that do not have camping facilities. She said it would take around 2 hours to drive.

On St. Jude, now that the Game Day is over, Carolyn said it is time to start finalizing the plans for the St. Jude Ride. Kevin did not
have chance to drive the proposed route again but says will have it done within the next couple weeks. Again had a discussion on the
route through town to draw attention to our ride. Phyllis said that she found in the Back Country Horseman newsletter that they have
a calendar of events so she sent an email asking them to add our St. Jude ride to that list. Jeri Korenberg had offered last year to
donate a saddle to the club for whatever we wanted to use it for. Nothing was ever done about it so, this spring, the St. Jude
committee contacted Jeri to see if she still had the saddle & was still willing to donate it. She did still have it so Phyllis had picked it
up from Jeri’s & brought to the meeting for the committee to see. We believe it is a Circle Y brand. The committee is planning to
have a separate raffle for the saddle at the ride. Kevin asked what else needed to be done for the ride. Carolyn listed some of the
issues that need to be worked on. Cheri wondered if we should mail the updated flyers that she printed out with the poster children
biographies on it to the Hoof-a-Thon rider addresses. Carolyn stated she will get with the committee to set a date for a meeting to get
some of these details ironed out.

The 4™ of July parade was mentioned & that the route this year will be reversed instead of going to the park.

Phyllis asked what needed to be done for the Prairie Home Horse Show. Carolyn stated there are still printed course diagrams that
Dixie Taggert kept from last year. Cheri will check on her computer to see if she still has the diagram so we will know what items we
need to take to the arena.

Carolyn had a sign-up sheet for volunteers for the nights of parking at the fair.

Cheri Messerli made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Garry Taggart seconded the motion. Meeting was adjourned.
